Many young Tawnies are in fact quite capable of climbing back into their tree using beaks and talons, and so if you believe it
to be a Tawny Owlet, the best thing you can do is make sure it is out of the way of direct harm from predators, vehicles and
people by putting it in the branches of the nearest tree, and quietly walking away.
